| am sure you might have heard the story of Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego many
times. These young men were pressured to deny God but they chose to be faithful to Him.
They trusted God to deliver them from the fiery furnace. They were determined to be
faithful regardless of the consequences and stood strong and firm.



I. They were known for their stand

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego refused to bow to the pressures around them. They
did not worship false gods even when everyone else did. Like them, we should choose
to stay faithful to God. When others compromise the truth for convenience, speak with
grace but stand firm in your convictions. Don’t be afraid to say ‘no’ to what dishonours
Cod. Surround yourself with godly friends who will encourage your faith. Spend time in
God’s Word daily to stay strong when tested. Pray for courage to obey CGod even when it
costs you. Respect authorities but above all, let your loyalty be to God. Remember, God
honours those who honour Him.

2. They were full of faith
"7 If we are thrown into the blazing furnace, the God we serve is able to deliver us from it,
and he will deliver us from Your Majesty’s hand.

These young men knew God personally, that is why they were able to say that the God
they serve is able to deliver them. It is important to know God personally —that is when
you can trust Him more. Faith comes by hearing and reading His Word and this will
build your faith in God.

3. They loved God to death
" But even if he does not, we want you to know, Your Majesty, that we will not serve your
gods or worship the image of gold you have set up.

They loved Cod to death. When young people are in love, nothing can stop them.
Nothing could stop Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego from taking a stand - not even
death. Do you love God even when your faith is tested? Often, we get shaken up
by small things in life. We get worried about our future and compromise our convictions.
We panic and run to others for help. Let us learn from these young men, Shadrach,
Meshach and Abednego who were unshakeable. They became unstoppable for Cod.
